2) That, Forty Thousand and 00/100 ($40,000.00) Dollars of such appropriation be provided
by an advance from the General Fund in order to provide for the cost of the project, but
that such advance must be repaid to the General Fund by year end through funding of this
portion of the project with Bond Anticipation Notes or Serial Bonding.

3) That, this resolution takes effect immediately.
